Introduction

Morningside was once a village on a main road south from Edinburgh. In the 1850s it was no more than a row of thatched houses and a blacksmith’s forge and beyond the Jordan Burn was open countryside. Along our trail today you can still see some of the original cottages and houses.

You will also notice many Biblical names en route. The farm name Egypt was first recorded in 1585 and suggests a Romany association. The gypsies had reportedly been exiled from Egypt and from there travelled onto India and Europe. The biblical names travelled with them and over the centuries the biblical theme continued, with names such as Jordan, Nile, Eden and Canaan.

The total walk takes around 1.5 hours to 2 hours to complete

We have included a trail for children. Maisie from Morningside wonders if they can find the places which are shown in the photos.

We hope you have enjoyed this trail and learned more about Morningside’s heritage and history.
